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The Holy Bible consists of Gospels, and each Gospel contains chapters, and
each chapter contains sections and each section has verses.They have two
testaments the old one and the new one and they think that who wrote the
new one are matthew mark John and Luke .The writer of these four books,
unknown .Those names for the four chapters are added in the second century
All of these four chapters arn't written by eye witness in Jesus' time

The first Gospel written is the Gospel of Mark, which was written in the year
70 AD, It means 40 years after the ascension or the arising of Christ. Gospel of
Matthew and Luke were written between 80 and 90 AD, and the last one, John,
was at the end of the first century and the beginning of the second. The
Gospels were collected in the fifth century AD through manuscripts, most of
which were found to be inconsistent with each other
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Josh McDowell wrote in his book "Book and Decision" "Legal books are the
books from which we derive the laws of our faith (as defined by Saint Origen),
and they are the books accepted by the church as inspired by God. The
legality of the books was not determined by the church, but it accepted and
recognized them, because it is God who inspired and gave them."
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First - The legality scale of the book: There were five scales for determining the
acceptance of any gospel, which are:
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Does the book has authority? Did it come from God and does it contain the
phrase "thus says the Lord"?
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2 - Is the chapter or book prophetic, written by one of the men of God? 3 - Is
the book

or the chapetr reliable? (And the fathers said: "If doubt haunts you about the
chapter, set it aside.") 4 - Is the chapter powerful? Does it have divine power
capable of changing life? 5 - Did the men of God accept, collect, read, and use
the chapter? For example,

Peter acknowledged Paul's writings as equal to the writings of the Old
Testament (2 Peter 15:3-16). "Of course, we will discuss the criteria set by Josh
McDowell and adopted by many church scholars and clergy, as well as a
different context for the criteria set by other Bible scholars.

Then we will apply these criteria to the New Testament books before us to
see if these books meet the necessary conditions and criteria for inclusion in
the New Testament and to prove their legality.

The previous criteria do not differ from the criteria mentioned by Father Jacob
where he wrote: "If we ask: What is the criterion used by the church to
distinguish between legal books and fake books? We find that there are five
criteria used by the church to distinguish between legal books and fake
books,

which are: 1 - The author of the book must be one of the holy men of God,
whether from the prophets of the Old Testament or one of the apostles of the
New Testament.

2 - The author must have a holy life, and many of them were supported by
God with miracles. 3 - The book must teach the way of God with truth and
uprightness and be completely free from any contradiction, far from the spirit
of lying "God cannot lie" (Hebrews 6:18). 4 - The book must demonstrate the
power of God and have an impact on the human soul...
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"The acceptance of contemporary or modern scholars the chapter, as the
people of Thessaloniki accepted the message of our teacher Paul the Apostle
to them, "When you received the word of God which you heard from us, you
welcomed it not as the word of men, but as it is in truth, the word of God,
which also effectively works in you who believe" (1 Thessalonians 2:13). And

just as our teacher Peter the Apostle accepted the writings of Paul the Apostle




as sacred scriptures (2 Peter 3:15, 16) and the fathers of the church followed
the principle "If you doubt a book, set it aside.”

There is no doubt that there is an agreement on the standards that determine
the legality of the scriptures, as our first reference from Josh McDowell was
one of the references of Father Ya'qub.
Quickly, before we move on to the legal standards from another source, it
becomes clear that: 1 - If the author is unknown - then the first and second
conditions fall, because he will not know if he was from the men of God or
from His prophets or from the apostles, and he will not know if he had a holy
life or if God supported him with miracles - and thus his writings will not be
accepted and will not be considered legal. 2 - If there is a dispute about the
book and its teachings by contemporaries and the testimonies of the fathers -
then the fifth condition falls - so what about the books that have been in
dispute for more than 300 years?
Especially in the point of difference between the current Holy Book and the
original or what is considered the original.. The oldest complete manuscript of
the Holy Book is the Sinaitic, which is 400 years after Jesus... in the Greek
language, and the language of Jesus is supposed to be Aramaic and it
contains many additions and deletions and we mention examples:
#- The story of the adulterous woman does not exist in the oldest complete
manuscript, John 8 from 1 to 11. However, we find it in the Holy Book that is
currently in our hands. So how do we find something translated from Greek to
Arabic or any other language.. when it is not originally present in the oldest
manuscript.
The complete removal of two books.. the Shepherd of Hermas and the Epistle
of Barnabas The Johannine Comma and its distortion from the original text."
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The meaning of distortion is any addition, omission, or
verbal change from the original text.
If this occurs, the text as a whole cannot be trusted,

not to mention how can the Lord, the Creator of
everything and the Knower of all, have a holy book
that contains serious scientific errors.

"God spoke as they were moved by the holy Ghost
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From this verse, we benefit that the criteria for revelation
are.

1. Sacred books are written or authored by prophets or
Inspired individuals, meaning the attribution of sacred
books and the validity of the book as a whole.

2. These inspired individuals speak by revelation from
God, not from their own selves.

What a person says from themselves is not the revelation
of God, but the revelation of God is what God says about



what those people said, and there is a significant
difference; the first is divine, and the second is personal.

3. If an ordinary person speaks in the holy book or a
person who is not sacred or religious, then their words are
not revelation and should not be included in the holy
book.

A fourth criterion is that there is certainly a revelation
from God, so there are no discrepancies between
manuscripts and translations or any numbers or facts
related to it and its differences.

So he added in the Bible some words and judgment from his own
??not from the God or holy spirit right
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Where iIs the revelation in Paul’s first letter to the
Corinthians (7: 25): ""Now concerning virgins, | have
no commandment from the Lord, yet | give jJudgment
as one whom the Lord in His mercy has made
trustworthy. (26): "'l suppose therefore that this is



good."

How can he say that he has no command from the
Lord and will give his personal opinion in a book that
IS supposed to be inspired, and then say: "'l suppose
this is good"? Who is it that thinks this is good? Is it
divine revelation that thinks this is good, or is it Paul?
If the supposition is that it is from God or from
revelation, this is a clear accusation against God
Almighty, and if the supposition is from Paul, then his
matter is not from God and not from revelation;
confirming his previous statement: "'l have no
command from the Lord, but I give my opinion.™

Is the opinion here Paul’s opinion or the opinion of the
revealed Lord? If it is Paul's opinion, then it is not
revelation, and if it is the opinion of the revealed Lord,
then there is a contradiction.

There iIs also another verse that confirms that it is not
permissible to remove or add any letter or even a dot,
as Jesus Himself said.

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WHEN AND HOW DID THE TRINITY

?EMERGE

As previously explained, the triune nature of God as God the Father, God the Son and God the
Holy Spirit does not explicitly exist in the Old or the New Testaments. Jesus never mentioned
.the Trinity in any of the four canonical Gospels

Even verse 28:19, in which Matthew hints at the Trinity, was a later insertion into the Bible. It
was an insertion by the false pens in the fourth century as previously referred to by Jeremiah
.(8:8)

Baptise in the name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit." (Matthew 28: 19)"

After the ascension of Jesus, Paul claimed that Jesus appeared to him in a vision and
appointed him as his apostle. But, although Paul preached the divinity of Jesus, he never
?preached the Trinity. So, when and where did the Trinitarian creed appear

.The Roman Emperor Constantine | was worried about the stability of his empire

The pagan Gentiles followed different religions and there were different versions of Christian
beliefs. So, he wanted to unify his empire under one religion and put an end to disputes
.between religions. The emperor, therefore, called for the Council of Nicaea in AD 325

After long debates at the Council of Nicaea about the nature of Jesus, the
Christian bishops voted for the Trinity. Arius was one of the opponents of the
Trinity, who believed that Jesus was the Son of God, who came into being

through the will of the Father. So, according to him, Jesus had a beginning, and he was not of
the same essence as God
